FIFTH CLC INTER-REGIONAL MEET AT AACA MUSEUM 

On Saturday July 9, the Central Penn Region and the Upper Susquehanna Region co-hosted the Fifth Annual CLC Inter-Regional Meet at the AACA Museum in Hershey, PA.  The weather was ideal and we had 38 wonderful cars.  A complete list of winners will appear in the next newsletter.

We were pleased to welcome two CLC Regional Vice-Presidents and their wives to our show.  Southeastern Regions Vice-President Lee Herbermann and his wife Judy drove in from Pittsburgh, and Northeastern Regions Vice President Andy Zizolfo and his wife Allene drove down from Long Island.  They stayed for the weekend to enjoy all the events we planned, as did Jeff Papciak, Director of the Upper Susquehanna Region.  Other attendees came from New Jersey, Delaware, Maryland and Virginia, as well as different parts of Pennsylvania.

The oldest cars in the show were Cliff Woodbury's 1935 Cadillac convertible (of which more is said later) and Walter Kreig's 1936 Oldsmobile sedan.  The long-distance award went to Patrick Tatano and his son Rick, who drove 183 miles from Greensburg PA in their blue 1941 Cadillac Fleetwood 60 Special.

During the event, the Valley Forge Region renewed its "adoption" of the 1931 Cadillac sedan displayed in the AACA Museum.  This car is part of the Museum's permanent collection.  To personalize the adoption, the Valley Forge Region placed a 1931 Pennsylvania license plate on the front of the Cadillac in place of the Virginia tag that was displayed previously.  The Pennsylvania plate bears the license number "PA00", probably a sample plate from that year.

The adoption had special significance for VFR Director Cliff Woodbury, who brought with him a photograph of his grandparents' 1931 Cadillac sedan -- the same model as the car in the Museum.  In the show, Cliff exhibited the car that brought him home from the hospital after he was born -- a 1935 Cadillac convertible.  His father bought the convertible in October 1940 for $300, and the family used it as transportation for many years.  On July 9, 2011, almost 71 years after Cliff''s father bought the car, it won the Best of Show award for Cadillac-LaSalle.

As always, other makes of cars were well represented.  The Best of Show award for other makes went to a 1954 Buick Skylark displayed by Dick and Karen Beckley, our hosts for the Sunday morning tour described below.  The Skylark, one of 836 built, is painted in Casino Beige, an original 1954 Buick color.  Your editor thinks the '54 Skylark looks like a GM concept car, with its large wheel cut-outs and red inner-fender linings, and real wire wheels with spinners.  It featured the new GM wrap-around windshield that was introduced the year before in two very limited production cars, the 1953 Cadillac Eldorado and Oldsmobile Fiesta.  The Skylark in 1954 was based on the smaller Special-Century wheelbase, but performance was assured by installing the same V-8 engine that was used in the Roadmaster.

The beautiful awards for the show were sponsored by Kelly Cadillac of Lancaster PA, the dealership that hosts our Spring Show in June.   We thank Geoff Kelly and Kelly Cadillac for their generosity to our Club.

After the show on Saturday, and some time to tour around the Museum, the CLC group adjourned to dinner at Pavone's, a nearby family-owned restaurant.  Everyone enjoyed dinner, and had good things to say about the food and the service.  

On Sunday morning July 10, our group met at the Museum parking lot at 8:30 a.m. and left shortly thereafter to tour the private collection of Dick and Karen Beckley, in Etters, PA (near Lewisberry).  Dick was a gracious and entertaining host of the garage tour, telling visitors about the various antique cars, gas pumps and other automobilia.  The cars included an Auburn roadster, a 1937 Buick Roadmaster convertible sedan, a 1941 Pontiac "woodie" station wagon, a 1953 Buick Super Estate Wagon, a 1955 Imperial Newport hardtop coupe, a 1969 Buick Electra 225 convertible, and Karen's collection of Corvettes.  Karen then invited us into her beautiful home for cold drinks before we departed.
